Definitions

Road

Every path that is open for public walking, which includes major, and secondary
roads, bridges, tunnels, intersections,, medians, public parking for vehicles, sidewalks,
pedestrian crossings, bicycle paths and other road operational facilities.

Right of Way (ROW)
Carriageway in addition to the distance along its sides to the boundaries of the plots
adjacent to it.

Carriageway

It is part of the right of way which is designated for the passage of vehicles on it,
and it is located between the edges of the sidewalk from each side of the road and
does not include the sidewalk.

Sidewalk
It is the raised part on both sides of the road, and it is usually adjacent to it from
both sides, and it is designated for pedestrian traffic.

Obstacle

The installations or equipment placed on the ROW, which include light poles, traffic
lights, traffic signs, advertisements, plantings, cement and iron barriers, air-
conditioned parasols, parking spaces designated for public transport, and other
equipment placed on the ROW.

Outdoor Seating Areas
The tables and chairs for restaurants and cafes that are placed on the sidewalks and
spaces in front of commercial establishments.

Barriers are used to separate the outdoor seating
areas from the pedestrian pathway and to separate
a restaurant from the adjacent restaurant/café,
where barriers are allowed for outdoor seating area
that extend more than one meter width and it must
not be installed permanently in the sidewalk.

In case of outdoor seating area on the sidewalks
and near the carriageway, continuous barriers must
be placed and should be at least one meter
distance from the carriageway.

Type of Barrier: Plant pot, high quality material
usage.
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Furniture Regulations
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Material used: good quality metal or
wood frame, plastic is not permitted.

Furniture should be easy to store and
remove.

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Logos, trademarks, or advertisements are not permitted

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General Regulations
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*  Outdoor seating area are allowed near cafes and restaurants in front of the main streets within commercial areas. It is allowed to conduct outdoor
seating area in commercial residential buildings away from entranced to the buildings. It should be in a location with public use intensity, in areas where
there is an opportunity for pedestrian activity that does not affect pedestrian movement and does not interrupt the existing pedestrian path.

* It is not allowed to place outdoor seating area in residential buildings, where outdoor seating area enhance the uses of the lands adjacent to it, they

should not be near kindergartens, schools, institutes, colleges, universities , mosques and hospitals.

*  Does not negatively effect general appearance of the road/ area.

*  The permitted outdoor seating area must maintain the general appearance with selection of high-quality materials that are easy to maintain.

*  The design of the utilized space should reinforce the city’s character and identity.

* It does not negatively affect the environment or disturbance through light or noise pollution.

*  Commitment after establishing any permanent or temporary establishment without obtaining the necessary approvals.

*  Outdoor seating area must not be stored outside the working hours (limitation session hours up to twelve o’clock at night).

*  Outdoor seating area should not be covered in any way.

*  Outdoor seating area should not interfere with angle of vision for vehicle drivers and road users safety.

*  Adhere to the Public Health and Safety Administration with regards to smoking , any form of advertisement is prohibited from licensed facilities including
glass and furniture or the development of statues.
